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The launch of a ‘Tobacco Amnesty’ supported by TV doctor Hilary
Jones will give hundreds of smokers the chance to swap tobacco cigarettes for a healthier electronic
alternative this month.

The pioneering initiative is to mark World No Tobacco Day on Tuesday 31st May and is aimed to introduce
smokers to a modern alternative - containing no tobacco, tar or chemicals. Electronic cigarettes replicate the
experience of smoking with a realistic-looking device that turns a pure nicotine solution into a vapour - and
inhaled like a traditional cigarette.
